THE QUAKE OCCURRED ABOUT 1:00 PM AND MEASURED 4.6 ON THE RICHTER SCALE.  THE TREMOR WAS ALSO FELT IN WEST VIRGINA, INDIANA, AND OHIO.  THERE WERE NO REPORTS OF EXTENSIVE DAMAGE AND INJURIES, AND DEATHS.

THE NATIONAL EARTHQUAKE INFORMATION CENTER IN GOLDEN, COLORADO DESCRIBED THE QUAKE AS MODERATE ... AND SAID IT WAS CENTERED ABOUT 65 MILES SOUTHWEST OF CENTRAL CITY COLUMBIA IN LIBERTY COUNTY.

ACCORDING TO A SPOKESMAN FROM THE CENTRAL CITY HOSPITAL -- 

RESIDENTS ARE COMING INTO THE HOSPITAL WITH TRAUMA FROM FALLING BUILDINGS, AUTO WRECKS, BROKEN GLASS AND OTHER INJURY.  THUS FAR 19 

ADULTS AND 5 CHILDREN HAVE BEEN TREATED AT THE HOSPITAL.  LOCAL HEALTH OFFICIALS HAVE BEEN NOTIFIED OF THE SITUATION AND ARE ASSISTING HOSPITAL OFFICIALS IN REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL SUPPORT FROM HOSPITALS IN THE SOUTHERN AREA OF THE STATE.

THE AMERICAN RED CROSS HAS AN EMERGENCY APPEAL OUT FOR BLOOD.  BLOOD SUPPLIES ARE DOWN TO ONE-THIRD OF REGULAR INVENTORY NEEDED TO SUPPLY THE REGION'S HOSPITALS.  FOR INFORMATION ON DONOR LOCATIONS PLEASE CALL LOCAL CHAPTER HOUSES IN AREA.  AS A RESULT OF THE EARTHQUAKE THERE IS A HEAVY DEMAND FOR BLOOD AND BLOOD PRODUCTS.
