II.B.1.  Nellie Lee Barber stated that the LEPC Region III Regional Response Plan should be updated.  Dennis Garton volunteered to assist Nellie Lee in updating this Plan to bring forward to the Committee.

II.C.)  Nellie Lee Barber reported CSTI held the HM Meth Lab course on December 15 in Red Bluff and the Shasta Cascade HM Team utilized this training as their monthly training.  Rob Wenhem reported 25-30 team members attended the course.  Nellie Lee reported the Proposal for 05/06 Training Courses were submitted to CSTI.  The proposal included a request for a 2 day Workshop for the Hazardous Materials Response Teams in Region III.  The proposed classes were:  HM IC Refresher, Ass’t Safety Officer Refresher, Field Chemistry, WMD FRO Refresher, Mass Casualty Decon and Rail Car Safety.  Each class will be repeated so all students can attend each class. Nellie Lee stated that Sam Martinez assisted with the course selection and schedule.  The second day would be devoted to hands-on scenarios. Nellie Lee contacted Brian Heinz, who is the potential Program Manager for the Workshop and he will work closely with Nellie Lee to provide the workshop.  Per Diem will be provided for students who request it.  Also requested in the Training Proposal were 5 tuition and per diem slots for the Technician and Specialist classes held where scheduled in the state. Nellie Lee also reported that the HM FRO course scheduled in Colusa on January 19-21 and in February in Alturas need more students.  The HM Incident Commander course in March at Anderson Fire has nine students enrolled and has tuitions for 20 students.  The HM Instructor Certification course at Chico Fire in March has one slot available. The HM Emergency Medical Course will be held in Yuba City on March 17-18 and in Redding on March 14-15 and students are needed.
D.  Regional HazMat Response Teams

II.D.)  Don Snow reported that he and Sam Martinez did a scenario with Butte County/City of Oroville in the first part of December which went very well.  Rob Wenhem reported that on December 14th Shasta County held the official dedication of HM 24 in Redding.  On January 19th the Shasta Cascade HM Team has a training exercise day scheduled at the Cottonwood scales. There have been no team activations, but a few minor incidents.  Chuck Vanevenhoven (Sutter County) reported that back in November Public Works road crews were cleaning up debris left in the roadways, which looked like abandonment.  In amongst these boxes were some boxes marked radiological.  Subsequently they have found six different dumpsites, which have turned out to be old military radio equipment from the 70s.  The boxes were still sealed and had Air Force markings, the DTSC radiological branch assisted the county in making the appropriate contacts who then came and picked the boxes up.  The Sutter County HazMat Team also responded and used their radiological monitoring equipment.  Dave Missall reported there was a cooperative response in Chester involving a tanker truck was reported leaking and made a mad dash to Chester to off load to minimize or stop the leak.  When they pulled into the service station in Chester they pulled over one of  PG&E’s sub surface toolbox with conduit and cables in it.  They lost 30 gallons of product down into that structure.  The local SO HazMat personnel, environmental health and PG&E got involved in doing most of the cleanup.  CHP was also on-scene and did a full inspection of the truck.  It was an extensive cleanup for PG&E.  There was good cooperation between a number of agencies.

A.  Ca Fish & Game.   Sherry Howell reported she recently transferred to the area.  Fish & Game is looking on a new emphasis on Inland response and have created six new positions.  She will be coordinating spill prevention and response related to F & G matters in eight inland counties (Tehama County North) from the Redding office.  B.  Butte College.  No Report.    C.  OES Inland Region.  Nellie Lee Barber reported that there is a new option in the 05’ OHS grant called the Fisher Agreement.  The Operational Area will be able to order their equipment on-line. There has been an internal reorganization at CA OES.  There is now a Response & Recovery Branch, which consists of the three regions, Public Assistance, Individual Assistance, Technical Asst Programs, Fire & Rescue and Hazardous Materials. Deni Gray reported on the Statewide Strategic Plan process. She also reported that SEMS has to be compliant with NIMS by 2006-07 to be able to receive any federal monies.  In 2005 there will be within OES a large focus on rolling this out to the locals.  There is one thing locals can do is to go on-line to FEMA and take the 700 course.  D.  Industry.  Dave Missall reported that PG&E Environmental Affairs Department has decided to train all 25 Environmental Specialists as underground storage operators.  PG&E is getting out of the fuel business and will be removing underground storage tanks and is also looking to see if they even need refueling facilities. Don Snow reported that they are working with EPA and other agencies on the Area Plan on the Sacramento River from Dunsmuir to Red Bluff Diversion Dam.  E.  California Highway Patrol.  Wayne Stephens reported they have had a couple of minor fuel spills and a few incidents at the Cottonwood Scales.  The CHP commercial officers are trained to respond to radiological incidents.  Most of the commercial pickups have radiological monitoring equipment also. These officers and vehicles are available to respond as backfill for the HazMat Teams for incidents that affect the roadway.  F. Transportation.  No Report.   G.  Dept. of Toxic Substances Control. Sam Martinez reported as of January 1, regulations promulgated by DTSC and the Waste Board you will be paying $10.00 for each monitor to recycle your CRTs.  The Waste Board has a website ciwe.ca.gov listing the facilities that have the permit requirements to receive CRTs in quantity. DTSC has a new Director.  Drug Lab numbers are way down.  All agencies that find an abandonment of drug waste in a public area, they can call DTSC and ask for funding and contractor support.  H.  NorCal EMS.  Ron Grider reported that things are relatively quiet.
