EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

WEATHER 

Warmer weather is expected for the extreme Southwestern California including Orange, San Diego, Western Riverside and Southwestern San Bernardino Counties Sunday along with east winds from 15 to 20 mph through the favored passes with peak gusts to 30 mph. This will not be a strong or widespread wind event. Maximum temperatures will climb into the mid 70s at the coast, the 80s just inland from the coast and the low 90s in the valleys. Mountains and deserts will also be 5 to 10 degrees above average. Cooler temperatures are expected Monday and by Tuesday the clouds will shroud coastal and valley areas. It will be much cooler with areas of drizzle west of the mountains and gusty west winds in the mountains and deserts. The next weekend is forecast for a large upper ridge over the eastern pacific and western third of the nation; possibly setting up a Santa Ana type flow pattern.

GUBERNATORIAL AND PRESIDENTIAL PROCLAMATIONS

Local Proclamations:  Ventura County, San Diego County, Orange County, City of Irvine, Orange County, Los Angeles County, City of Banning, and the City of San Jacinto.  The San Diego County proclamation was made by the County Chief Administrative Officer and subsequently ratified by the Board of Supervisors on October 24, 2007.  Riverside County has requested an amendment to the State of Emergency Proclamation and Presidential Declaration to include significant wind damage.  Riverside County is continuing to gather data to support their request to OES.

Governor’s Proclamation:  Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside, San Bernardino, San Diego, Santa Barbara, and Ventura due to wildfires. 

Governor's Executive Order:  On October 26, 2007, Governor Schwarzenegger issued Executive Order S-13-07 which took several actions to assist in the recovery from the disaster.  For complete details of the Executive Order, please see the following website:  http://gov.ca.gov/executive-order/7927/

Presidential Declaration:  Issued 10/24/07 (FEMA -1731-DR).  The previous Emergency Declaration (EM 3279) issued on 10/23/07 and the eight Fire Management Assistance Grants are now included in this one Declaration.  This Declaration authorizes Individual Assistance, Public Assistance, and Hazard Mitigation Grants for the declared counties.   The Public Assistance program is presently limited to debris removal and emergency protective measures.  Reimbursement for the repair or replacement of damaged public facilities is not authorized; this authorization will depend on the results of the initial damage assessments. 

Fire Activity Summary

There are 8 active fires in Southern California. The priority for fighting fires is: the Harris, Slide, Poomacha, Santiago, Witch, Rice, Valley, and Ammo (formerly Pendleton).  The MACS level remains at Level 4 (the highest level) for Southern California.  Level 4 reflects a total Geographical Area commitment or statewide effort requiring MACS activities.

All Evacuation Orders And Warnings Will Be Lifted For The Harris Fire Effective Saturday, October 27, 2007 at 3:00 p.m.  This includes the following previously evacuated areas: Carveacre Region, Lawson Valley Region, Jamul Region, Potrero Region, Tacate Region, Dulzura Region, Barrett Junction Region, Engineer Springs Region, Deerhorn Valley Region, Indian Springs Region. These areas of the Harris Fire are open to residents only. There are no Evacuation Warnings or Evacuation Orders left in effect on the Harris Fire Incident. Residents evacuated from these areas as a result of the Harris Fire will be allowed to return home after 3:00 p.m. today.  The Witch Fire has joined the Poomacha fire in the north. Residents are being allowed re-entry to the Alpine and Peutz areas. Mandatory evacuation orders are in effect for areas south of Del Dios Highway, north of Sorrento Valley Rd, and west of Black Mountain Rd to the ocean along with sections of Escondido : from Via Rancho Parkway north to Hamilton Lane, west to Valley Parkway and the Mountain View area north to Citrus Ave, to Bear Valley Parkway and Lake Wohlford Rd.

San Bernardino County: Lake Arrowhead, Cedar Glen and all communities east of Crestline to Green Valley Lake and the Snow Valley Lake area. Residents were evacuated to the National Orange Show in San Bernardino, and the Victorville Fairgrounds in Victorville. Mountain Community Hospital has been advised to evacuate. 

Orange County: Four areas – Silverado Canyon, Modjeska Canyon, Live Oak Canyon, and Rancho Santa Margarita (north sector).  

Voluntary evacuations ordered for:

Los Angeles County:  All evacuations have been lifted.

Cal EPA 

Debris Management


The Cal/EPA EOC is still in operation and will remain so for at least the rest of the next week.  


A Regional MAC has been formed to manage debris removal issues.  Ted Rauh, CIWMB is the lead for Cal/EPA on this MAC.  This MAC will also address hazardous waste issues. Local county MACs have been formed in San Diego County, San Bernardino County, LA County and  Orange County.  These MACs include local jurisdictions with state representation.  


The CIWMB will send a team to San Diego on Monday to meet with the County Debris MAC to discuss what the debris management plan will look like.  On Tuesday they will meet with the San Bernardino MAC to do the same.  


On Monday Don Johnson will meet with OES and FEMA at the JFO to discuss coordination of debris removal with FEMA.  The primary purpose of this meeting is to reach agreement with them on what portion of the debris removal they will pay for. Next week CIWMB will begin the process to establish an office for the Regional Debris MAC in Southern California.   USEPA has indicated a willingness to work closely with us on the debris removal and a formal request for their support is being developed. Their support may help to meet some of our manpower needs. 

Air Quality


Air quality has improved as a result of continued suppression activities and favorable weather conditions.  Yesterday’s alert levels have been downgraded, including those in the San Joaquin Valley where stronger onshore winds carried smoke well inland. Air quality forecasts; however indicate there will continue to be locations that reach Unhealthy for Sensitive Receptors in the San Diego and South Coast areas. 


The air quality forecast for Sunday, October 28 is for slightly more favorable conditions. Air quality levels will range from Moderate to Hazardous for All Individuals throughout the day. Due to the numerous wild fires burning throughout San Diego County, localized areas of smoke and ash have occurred in many areas.  As a result elevated particulate matter concentrations, including fine particulates, or PM2.5 concentrations, may reach unhealthful to hazardous levels in some heavily smoke impacted areas. In areas of heavy smoke, assume that air quality levels are unhealthy for sensitive groups to unhealthy and possibly hazardous for all individuals.  In areas with minor smoke impacts, assume that air quality levels range from moderate to unhealthy for sensitive groups. In areas where you smell smoke it is advised that you limit physical activity.  If possible, stay indoors to limit your exposure to fine particulate matter. http://www.sdapcd.org/air/forecasts/otoday.html  Accessed 1:04 am 10/28/07

The air quality message is based on the Air Quality Index, a metric used daily by the San Diego, South Coast, and San Joaquin Valley air basins.  It incorporates data from monitors in the field and converts those readings into easily understood, health-based descriptors, such as Good, Moderate, Unhealthy for Sensitive Receptors, Unhealthy (for all), Very Unhealthy, and Hazardous.  During the week, the AQI has been in the Unhealthy range and Very Unhealthy levels late at night and in early mornings during stagnant conditions. 


The county health departments in San Diego and the South Coast work closely with their air district partners and supplement the AQI descriptors with information of symptoms to look out for, activities that should be avoided, and actions people can take to protect themselves. Those are now including ways to handle ash cleanup. Both the air districts and health departments promote their advisories on their web pages, and through regular media outlets (TV and newspapers for the AQI), and their media centers and via individual interviews at the EOCs. 


The ARB, with the assistance of the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District, the San Diego County Office of Education, and Supervisor Ron Robert’s office, installed five additional real time air monitors in the county to develop a better picture of air quality in populated areas close to the fires.  The five sites included three school district areas (Spring Valley, Poway, and Oceanside).  The other two sites were in Chula Vista and at the Del Mar Fairgrounds. The SDAPCD regularly operate four real time monitors for routine AQI purposes.

Department of Transportation 


CalTrans has mobilized Maintance crews, materials, and equipment from Districts 5 (San Luis Obispo), D-6 (Fresno), D-10 (Stockton).  CT Crews will start replacing burned guard railing on the impacted highways.  District 11 (San Diego) office is open for all employees.   D 11 has 3 emergency contracts approved for guard railing and sign replacement, local contractors starting work this weekend.  District 12 (Orange county) has no road closures. 
Caltrans' Division of Equipment is offering safety inspections, service and repairs for fire equipment as they are demobilized.  Several equipment shops are located near the impacted areas.  Contact Rob Anderson at (858) 344-1365 for locations.

California National Guard 

2,661 CNG personnel continuing to support fire suppression missions.  Details provided within the State Resources Committed.

California Volunteers

The Disaster Volunteer Coordinator position reports there are 1,611 CERT and MRC volunteers affiliated with 23 programs that have volunteers available to assist if needed. 60 CERT and 10 MRC programs were contacted and 20 programs have reported use of CERT and MRC volunteers.  Within those programs, 620 CERT and MRC volunteers are or have been active in the response.  Volunteer Centers report registering 8,498 volunteers and deploying 1,015 volunteers.  The Red Cross reports using 1,432 volunteers over the last 24 hours, and 4,363 to date.    The preceding figures are not available by county.  There have been no requests for volunteer resources from the Operational Areas at the REOC.  AmeriCorps*NCCC (National Civilian Community Corps) indicates that their next class of 3-5 teams (10-12 people per team) will graduate in late November and will be available for an initial deployment of 4-6 weeks or longer if the need exists.

State OES 

OES has 90 open mission requests, in addition to requests for federal assistance and for emergency management assistance compact national requests.  

The Donations Management Unit (DMU) is working with the AidMatrix Network to activate its in-kind product donations website for use by the non-profit organizations serving the locally affected communities.  DMU has started transferring records from the RIMS donations database to that web application.  The JFO reports that it is working to stand up AidMatrix and coordinating with the FEMA Donations Management Unit.  

Parks and Recreation 

15 State Parks are hosting 326 personal vehicles that are currently sheltering a total of 1,148 evacuees. 

As of 1022 hours State Parks in Southern California are re-opening with the exception of San Pasqual Battlefield SHP, Palomar Mountain State Park, and Cuyamaca Rancho State Park. 

There remains the concern that Palomar Mountain State Park may burn entirely.  California State Parks has deployed fire trained personnel to undertake fire prevention mentions to protect the southern portion of the park, which has not yet at this time burned.

California Department of Public Health, Emergency Medical Services Authority and Department of Social Services (CDPH, EMSA, DSS) 

On 10/27/07, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger announced cash grants of up to $10,000 are available to help some individuals who have suffered losses in the Southern California fires.  The grants are administered by the Department of Social Services as a supplemental program to FEMA-administered assistance.  The grants help fire victims with expenses caused by a direct result of the disaster such as housing , replacing household items, medical costs and transportation.

2 DMATs are divided into 4 strike teams to perform shelter assessments (Ramona Community Center, Rancho San Diego, Fallbrook Comm. Center, Del Mar Fairgrounds) as tasked by the state. Indian Health Services trying to transition residents back to care facilities and has asked for 8 nurses and 8 physicians to begin on Monday through the week. This is in anticipation of future health needs and will be for four sites: Pechanga, Rincon, San Pasqual, and Palau. Anticipate using DMAT teams for this response.  10/28/07 0030-Cal-MAT1 has returned to Response Station-1 with three trucks. Truck #4 with special needs cache and Rx cache has been secured in Menlo Park (DMAT CA-6 Warehouse) by Dave Lipin and will be returned to Response Station 1 by 10/30/07. Oversized hospital bed requested by mission# 2007-OES4089 for Orange Show Fairgrounds in San Bernardino to be delivered by Apria Healthcare by 0200-10/28/07.

WATER SYSTEMS:

San Diego County:  34 water systems were identified as being impacted. 17 are under Boiled Water instructions, 17 are being assessed on 10/28/07.  RAMONA RESIDENTS ARE WARNED NOT TO HAVE CONTACT WITH MUNICIPAL WATER

A Reverse 911 message has been sent to Ramona residents with the following information about the use of water: Municipal water delivery will resume today and tomorrow for Ramona residents.  Drinking the water is unsafe, even if the water is boiled. The water should be used only in toilets and laundry. Residents should avoid showering or bathing in the water; hot showers are available at the Ramona Rodeo on Aqua Lane. Bottled water or hand sanitizer should be used when washing hands. Bottled water should be used for brushing teeth, washing dishes, making ice and preparing food. Outdoor water use is prohibited. This advisory remains in effect until further notice. A formal “unsafe water notice” was delivered to Ramona homes on Thursday. The Reverse 911 call was placed this afternoon to remind residents that the advisory remains in place. An “unsafe water notice” is more restrictive than a “boil water alert”. Boiling municipal water in Ramona, at this point, will not make it safe for human contact or consumption. A total of three trucks from two different vendors (Nestle and Winco) delivered water to the Ramona Rodeo drop point from 10/26 to 10/27.   The OES Southern Region reported that Ramona had enough water to sustain them until their water systems are back on line.  

San Bernardino County: 1 out of service (Smiley Park), 1 normal (Lake Arrowhead), 1 operating and being assessed (Green Valley Mutual Water Company)

Orange County: Trabuco Canyon water District minimum impact

Riverside County: City of San Jacinto normal

Los Angeles County: 38 water districts, 13 minimum impact, 15 normal, 10 evaluated by county (3 campgrounds burned/closed, 1 restaurant closed by county, 6 systems have been assessed).

County and state staff has assessed all accessible drinking water systems in fire affected areas in San Bernardino, San Diego and Los Angeles Counties.  The remaining systems, which are in areas still under evacuation order, will be assessed tomorrow if they can be reached.  Clearance of drinking water systems to full service includes conducting two laboratory analyses of water samples for bacterial content so most of the assessed systems are currently under Boil Water orders.  Boil Water orders are in effect for one system in San Bernardino County.  


CDPH issued a press release and informational materials, advising Californians to take health precautions related to poor air quality. CDPH has also posted information on CAHAN related to air quality.


CDPH Licensing and Certification and DHCS are identifying vacant SNF beds in Orange, San Diego, and Riverside Counties and working with San Diego County to place patients evacuated from San Diego SNFs in vacant beds.  Starting October 24, 2007, Licensing and Certification is evaluating healthcare facilities for reentry.


Two CAHAN health alert messages were issued to local health departments


CDPH shipped supplies and equipment for 2,000 alternate care site beds to San Diego where they are stored at the Del Mar Racetrack. 


In order to re-open San Diego County Tribal Clinics, medical support was requested. Some of the clinic staff were displaced due to the fires and have been unreachable. A high staff absentee rate is anticipated. Tribal members have been waiting for the clinic to open rather than seeking care at other locations for their chronic issues and minor injuries so a surge at the clinics is expected. There are special needs patients and transportation challenged individuals which will require mobile medical asset to bring services to them. A health care staff mix will be assembled and assigned: 20 person team consisting of doctors, Physician Assistants, Nurse Pract., RNs, Paramedics and Respiratory Therapists plus a mental health professional.

Facilities: 


Healthcare facilities: Of the 26 evacuated facilities, all but four have been approved to reopen. 


There is still 1 GAC, 1 ICF, and 2 SNF that are closed. 3 are in Fallbrook still under evacuation order, the other in Ramona with no water.

Federal agencies are coordinating efforts at the State Operations Center (SOC) in support of the event.  There are currently Department of Defense resources from the Navy, Marine Corps, Army and Air Force.  This includes an estimated 471 military personnel operating on site and staffing coordination teams.


FEMA representatives and contractors continue providing assistance to Tribal members for emergency relief at the Pechanga Resort and Casino.


An assessment team comprised of the Corp of Engineers, IHS OEH and FEMA are responding to the La Jolla, Santa Ysabel and Mesa Grande reservations today. The needs of the Tribal communities are known to the assessment team. The team is in constant contact with Tribal leadership to determine additional needs.


At the request of the San Diego County Sheriff, the deployment of BIA Law Enforcement has been downsized.


Coverage for reservation security remains to be determined. 


The California State Operations Center (SOC) continues to facilitated requests for assistance to Tribal communities the San Diego area. Representatives from various agencies at the SOC worked to fill the requests. The needs included generators, food, water and coordination of Red Cross services. All requests are addressed in a timely manner. Requests for Tribal assistance is beginning to transition to the Pasadena JFO via the FEMA Tribal Liaison and other federal agency field representatives. 


A FEMA Tribal Liaison is in the field coordinating with Tribal Leadership on the needs of Tribal Communities.


The CA-OES Tribal Liaison will arrive in Southern California on Monday October 29th. As the State counterpart of the Tribal Cadre all disaster related Tribal activities, reports and documentation will be a coordinated, collaborative effort.

Currently approximately 6,700 customers are without power.  These are in the San Diego area.  San Diego Gas and Electric has service technicians going house-to house in order to restore gas service.  The Southwest Power Link has been restored since Wednesday and is no longer threatened by fire.  SDG &E plans to have 97 percent of fire-impacted customers restored by November 4, 2007.

CUEA reports that, although Ramona has no drinking water, the water hook-ups are proceeding ahead of schedule and bottled water is available for the residents.  Livestock is being watered with water from the wells of neighboring properties.  
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
